1. For his diabetes, this is very uncontrolled. The patient did not bring his glucometer and therefore we do not know what his blood sugars are ranging and we do not have a current hemoglobin A1c. Therefore, we will continue current therapy. The patient states that his blood sugars have been averaging around 120 mg/dL. Therefore, I will continue Lantus 20 units twice daily and Humalog 10 units with his meals plus the correction of his current blood sugar –120/30, I will plan on seeing the patient in six months because he cannot do a regular three-month followup secondary to lack of affordability.

2. For his chronic pain, I have referred the patient to Samaritan Touch for chronic pain management.

3. For his diabetic peripheral neuropathy, I will have Dr. Oliveros write for Lyrica 75 mg daily.
