Mr. Chandler is a very pleasant 48-year-old African-American male who is well known to me for CKD stage V. He also had diabetes mellitus, morbid obesity (more than 400 pounds), hypertension, hyperlipidemia, gout, and DJD. He had a kidney biopsy in early 2011 and it showed advanced diabetic nephropathy with advanced FSGS. He is here today for a two-week followup after he saw renal function has become progressively worse and developed CKD stage V. The patient had interviewed with our nurse educator at the _____ Sebring Dialysis Center and he decided to go for hemodialysis at this time. He also was evaluated by a Vascular Surgery Department from Fort Myers and he is going to be scheduled for a fistula placement soon. He is here today for followup. He said he is not eating well. Blood pressure is a little high up and splits a lot. No chest pain. No shortness of breath. No abdominal pain. No nausea or vomiting. Decreased urine output.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN:

1. CKD stage V/uremia. The patient has uremic symptomatology and he has also mild hyperkalemia and hyperphosphatemia. The patient is going to be admitted on Monday morning at Florida Hospital Heartland after a Permacath is placed for initiation of chronic hemodialysis treatments. The patient agrees with this plan.
2. Mild hyperkalemia. Current ________ is 5.9. We are going to treat with Kayexalate powder 30 g daily until he gets started on dialysis.
3. Hyperphosphatemia. He is going to be restarted on phosphate binders.
4. Hypertension. Blood pressure is going to improve with fluid removal.
5. Anemia of chronic kidney disease. Current hemoglobin is 10.2 and hematocrit is 32.3.

6. Diabetes mellitus. Needs better control.

7. Morbid obesity. The patient needs to lose weight.

8. Non-anion gap metabolic acidosis. Continue sodium bicarbonate supplements and bicarbonate is going to improve with the dialysis initiation.
