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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:
1. The patient has chronic kidney disease stage V. She is an 84-year-old. She is a health professional and she is not considering dialysis as an option. For that reason, we continued to follow her as outpatient, keeping track of the blood pressure, the hyperlipidemia, and the kidney function as well as the anemia. The patient has been functioning well, has not lost any weight and the review of systems fails to show any uremic symptoms. Perhaps, her decision is the adequate one. The patient has significant proteinuria with a protein-creatinine ratio that is close to 2.5 g of albumin per gram of creatinine.

2. The patient has anemia that is related to CKD. This is followed by the hematologist Dr. Shah and she gets the Procrit injections on a regular basis.

3. Renal artery stenosis.

4. Decreased hearing.

5. Mild cognitive impairment. We are going to continue with the same approach. We have provided medication refills that she needs and we are going to monitor the case in a couple of months with laboratory workup.
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
