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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:
1. The patient has a history of arterial hypertension that has been under control and continues to be under control. This patient has kidney function that is very well preserved. The estimated GFR is 100 mL/min and the patient does not have proteinuria.

2. The patient has chronic obstructive pulmonary disease related to secondhand smoking that has been controlled with medication.

3. The patient has coronary artery disease status post myocardial infarctions and interventions to the coronary artery in the past that is followed by Dr. Parnassa. The patient is very compliant and she is very well compensated.

4. Hyperlipidemia that is under control.

5. Hypothyroidism, on replacement therapy, very well compensated and followed by Dr. Piccione. The patient overall is stable. She feels well. For that reason, we are going to give her an appointment to see us in five months with laboratory workup.
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
