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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:
1. The patient has chronic kidney disease stage III that does not have any evidence of deterioration or evidence of proteinuria. The patient has remained stable for the last two years. The estimated GFR is around 40-45 mL/min and has remained the same for a long time.

2. The patient has diabetes mellitus that is under good control.

3. The patient has benign prostatic hypertrophy that at the present time is compensated.

4. Essential hypertension under control.

5. Vitamin B12 deficiency that is on supplementation.

6. He has peripheral neuropathy.

7. He has degenerative joint disease that is mainly in the lower back. At the present time, since the patient is stable, I am going to give him an appointment to see us in six months with laboratory workup.
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
