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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:
1. The patient has chronic kidney disease stage III. He went into the hospital with acute renal failure. Hemodialysis was necessary. The patient recovered after four treatments. He has been doing well and has remained with CKD stage III.

2. The patient has symptoms that are related to low back pain and especially difficulty urinating at night. The situation has to be evaluated. I am going to use urinalysis, urine culture and most importantly since this is prostatism related, we are going to order Flomax 0.4 mg every day. The side effects of this medication were explained to the patient, especially the one related to hypotension.

3. The patient has hypertension that is under control.

4. Diabetes mellitus that is under control.

5. Gout. At this point, we are going to wait for the laboratory workup and reevaluate the case next week.
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
