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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:
1. The patient has essential hypertension. It has been always out of control. The patient thinks that is related to persistent pain that is related to the abscess that he has in one of the teeth. The patient has been to the Health Department. Apparently, he has been treated with penicillin, but for reasons that are not clear to me the extraction of the tooth has not been done. This is a persistent problem. I think that we have to treat this hypertension. We are going to call some quinapril that is going to be 10/12.5 mg one tablet every day.

2. The patient has hepatitis C virus that is followed by the infectious disease, Dr. Lacson.

3. The patient has BPH. This patient states that he has noticed splitting of the urinary stream lately. The most likely situation is that he has some stricture in the urethra that has to be reevaluated by the urologist. The patient is encouraged to seek evaluation by urology.

4. The patient has hypogonadism and polyneuropathy. Reevaluation in two months with laboratory workup.
