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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:
1. The patient has membranous glomerulonephritis that is most likely secondary to autoimmune process, reason to be placed on CellCept. The patient is taking 1 g p.o. two times a day. So far, he has been tolerating the medication very well and has not had any gastrointestinal symptoms. The evaluation of the laboratory workup shows that the protein-creatinine ratio is pretty close to 5 g of protein per gram of creatinine, which is a significant amount; however, compared to the prior determinations that were more than 10 g will give us the room to consider that there is some improvement of the condition. CellCept is a medication that is going to take time to get effective and see response in terms of proteinuria. The kidney function is very well preserved, otherwise.

2. The patient has anemia. The anemia is thought to be related to the nephrotic syndrome and the chronic disease process. Despite the fact that we have ordered anemia workup, it was not done and for that reason we are going to order a CBC with differential and platelet count along with iron saturation and serum iron to be done tomorrow in order to make the necessary adjustments.

3. The patient has herpes zoster that affected the left upper extremity. The patient had blisters on the palm of the hand going all the way to the forearm, extremely painful; however, the edema has subsided significantly. The patient was treated with acyclovir successfully and there is improvement. The postherpetic neuralgia is still present and we will continue to treat symptomatically.

4. The patient has hyperlipidemia that is under control and following the medications.

5. Hypothyroidism, on replacement therapy. At this point, we are going to give an appointment to see us in two months and we are going to review the laboratory workup with CBC. The patient was advised to call us in case of any complications.
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
