PATIENT: Orlando F. Cordova
NEUROLOGICAL FOLLOWUP
SUBJECTIVE: Orlando is here for followup. He is doing about the same. He reports still feeling of lightheadedness and dysbalance when he is getting up fast. There were no falls. He is using fludrocortisone 0.1 mg a day. CT angiogram showed 50% stenosis over the left carotid artery. The patient is still taking aspirin a day and anti-lipids agents. He was previously diagnosed with peripheral neuropathy and dysautonomia due to diabetes.

MEDICATIONS: Reviewed.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: His blood pressure was normal at 130/80 mmHg and pulse was 80 in horizontal sitting and standing position. I found no carotid bruit. Cranial nerves were intact. He was swaying in Romberg test. Vibratory perception was reduced in the lower extremities.

IMPRESSION:
1. Multifactorial gait disorder.

2. Peripheral neuropathy with dysautonomia and diabetes.

3. 50% of the left middle cerebral artery stenosis.

RECOMMENDATIONS: The patient will continue fludrocortisone, aspirin, anti-lipids agent, and diabetic agents. I will refer him to see physical therapist for gait stabilization program and I will see him in a followup in three months.

ADDENDUM: We might repeat the transcranial Doppler test in six months to see whether middle cerebral artery stenosis will be progressing.

At least 50% of visit was spent in patient education discussing disease state, prognosis, diagnostics, treatment, and potential progression or outcomes. Face to face time with the patient was 25 minutes. Patient was told to call the office with any questions regarding disease, results or medication questions.

Side effects of medications prescribed today were discussed, including but not limited to, drowsiness, nausea/vomiting, rash, allergic reaction, weight gain, edema, cognitive impairment, interaction with other medications, and adverse effects on driving.
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
