Dear Dr. Birney:

Thank you for your kind referral. Mr. Reece is a 73-year-old right-handed gentleman with history of left hip replacement and L2, L3, and L4 fusion surgery. The patient has been complaining of the sharp pain from his hip down within two to three months.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: Focussed neurological examination revealed normal muscle bulk, tone, and strength in lower extremities. The right knee jerk was mildly reduced. Ankle jerks were symmetric and sensory exam was intact. Nerve conduction studies were within normal limits. Electromyography revealed chronic denervation over the left anterior tibialis, peroneus longus and gastrocnemius muscle.

IMPRESSION: Left chronic L4, L5, and S1 radiculopathy.
