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The patient returns to the office today for followup of total avulsion with the cellulitis of the left second digit. She is doing better. She states it is hurting. __________ soaking and taking the antibiotics and allopurinol.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: The erythema and edema has decreased significantly. Still ulceration on the dorsal aspect of the left second digit, but the rubor and cellulitis are reduced significantly. The nail bed is healing well.

ASSESSMENT:

1. Status post total avulsion left second digit nail with the infection and cellulitis, resolving.

2. Ulcer on the left second digit, resolving.

PLAN:
1. The digit is cleansed with peroxide, dressed with Betadine and dry sterile dressing.

2. The patient will continue once a day of soak.

3. Doxycycline 100 mg b.i.d.

4. Continue with the allopurinol.

5. Return to the office in one week for followup care.
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
