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The patient returns to the office today complaining of increase pain, swelling, and drainage from the edge of his left great nail. He had matricectomy done several weeks ago. It is healing well. He saw Dr. Hamilton on Wednesday. He cleaned it and put on Gentian Violet. He states it seems to be doing great until last night and when it started to get tender and drain more. There is light soft pus and __________ concerned and he came in for evaluation and care.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: Increased redness, rubor, and erythema with drainage in the lateral border of the left great nail and ascending cellulitis to the IP joint.

ASSESSMENT:
1. Cellulitis, left great toe.

2. Foot pain.

PLAN:
1. Nail border is cleansed with peroxide, dressed with Betadine and dry sterile dressing.

2. The patient will continue soaks and he is started on antibiotics Augmentin 500 mg b.i.d.

3. He will return to the office for followup appointment with Dr. Hamilton as scheduled.
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
