	Thank you very much for requesting a consult on Ms. Paras. She is a 62-year-old female known to me from previous encounter. Recently diagnosed with ovarian cancer that was in April last year. She had a chemo for nine months followed by hysterectomy. She had a chemo after the surgery also. She was doing well after surgery when she started last few weeks having some abdominal discomfort and burning mostly in the periumbilical and epigastric area. No nausea. No vomiting. She appears to be somewhat depressed as well.

	

	Physical Examination:
Blood Pressure is 110/70. Weight is 125 pounds. SHEENT – sclerae nonicteric. Conjunctivae pink. Neck - supple without thyromegaly. Lungs - clear to auscultation. CV – no murmur heard. Abdomen – Very mild epigastric tenderness. Bowel sounds present. Extremities – without any edema. The patient had a recent CAT scan in November, which is much better than the one in April before the surgery and chemo.

	

	Impression & Plan:

Abdominal pain and burning sensation. I personally think this all the patient has a diseased abdomen. She had omental caking even though the patient with remission. The patient _____ there is some disease process underneath there. I personally do not think she needs another upper and lower endoscopy at this point. I gave her a trial of Bentyl 20 mg twice a day to see how she does. She states when she takes the pain medicine that helps the pain. I told her to get the quality of life or rather keeping taking the pain medicine that helps with the pain. One possibility of small bowel pathology cannot be ruled out, so I did recommend possible capsule endoscopy as an outpatient that can be done. Right now, we will see how she does with the pain medicine and Bentyl twice a day.
