	Impression & Plan:
1. Personal history of adenomatous polyp three years ago. Definitely needs a colonoscopy.
2. Blood in the tissue mostly likely hemorrhoid. I gave him some Anusol cream to be applied three times a day plus Metamucil daily. I will inform the results of the colonoscopy.
