	Thank you very much for requesting a consult on Mr. Iwaniec. He is a 57-year-old gentleman has been noticing lot of diarrhea, change in bowel habits, and recent weight loss. The patient is recently in the emergency room at St. Mary’s Hospital. He also complained about bad hemorrhoids, lot of occasional bleeding, and some symptoms of GERD. His past medical history, hypertension, hiatal hernia, and peptic ulcer disease. Past surgical history, abdominal surgery, and hernia repair. Social history, negative for tobacco, and social alcohol. Family history, noncontributory. No allergies. Present medications, Cozaar, vitamin D3, Celexa, Flomax, and iron.

	

	Review of Systems:
HEENT – no jaundice. No problem with visual acuity. Gastrointestinal – blood in the stool, diarrhea, weight loss, and hemorrhoids. Cardiovascular – no chest pain or palpitations. Respiratory - no shortness of breath or cough. The rest of the review of systems is unremarkable.

	

	Physical Examination:
Well-built and well-nourished gentleman. Blood pressure 120/70. Weight 240 pounds. SHEENT – sclerae nonicteric. Conjunctivae pink. Neck - supple without thyromegaly. Lungs - clear to auscultation. CV – no murmur heard. Abdomen – soft and nontender. Bowel sounds are present. Extremities – without edema.

	

	Impression & Plan:
1. Blood in the stool, weight loss, and change in bowel habits. Definitely needs a colonoscopy.

2. Chronic GERD. Definitely needs upper endoscopy. We will do both at the same time. He had a past history of H.pylori positivity. Recently, he had some bleeding appears to be hemorrhoidal bleed. I gave him enalapril advanced kit for at least one month. I will inform the results of both upper and lower endoscopy.
