She had recently CAT scan showed some skipped lesions in the colon, may suggest inflammatory bowel disease per possible Crohn. The patient is essentially asymptomatic, occasional abdominal discomfort, and some change in bowel habits. Her past medical history, breast cancer. Past surgical history, lumpectomy. Social history, positive for smoking half pack per day and negative alcohol. Family history, father with a colon cancer. No allergies. Present medication, clonazepam, latanoprost, carboplatin, Herceptin, diphenhydramine, Benadryl, and Zofran.

	

	Review of Systems:
HEENT – no jaundice. No problem with visual acuity. Gastrointestinal – family history of colon cancer and abnormal CAT scan. Cardiovascular – no chest pain or palpitations. Respiratory - no shortness of breath or cough. The rest of the review of systems is unremarkable.

	

	Physical Examination:
Well-built and well-nourished black female. Blood pressure 130/80. Weight is 192 pounds. SHEENT – sclerae nonicteric. Conjunctivae pink. Neck - supple without thyromegaly. Lungs - clear to auscultation. CV – no murmur heard. Abdomen – soft and nontender. Bowel sounds present. Extremities – without edema.

	

	Impression & Plan:
Strong family history of colon cancer plus abnormal CT of abdomen showing a skipped lesion possible inflammatory bowel disease with history of breast cancer. The patient definitely needs colonoscopy. I will inform you the results of the same.
