	Review of Systems:
HEENT – no jaundice. No problem with visual acuity. Gastrointestinal – family history of colon cancer polyp. Cardiovascular – no chest pain or palpitations. Respiratory - no shortness of breath or cough. The rest of the review of systems is unremarkable.
