	Review of Systems:
HEENT – no jaundice. No problem with visual acuity. Gastrointestinal – GERD, blood in the stool, and change in bowel habits. Cardiovascular – no chest pain or palpitations. Respiratory - no shortness of breath or cough. The rest of the review of systems is unremarkable.

	

	Physical Examination:
Well-built and well-nourished female. Blood pressure 150/90. Weight 223 pounds. SHEENT – sclerae nonicteric. Conjunctivae pink. Neck - supple without thyromegaly. CV – no murmur heard. Abdomen – soft and nontender. Bowel sounds present. Extremities – no edema.

	

	Impression & Plan:
1. Change in bowel habits and blood in the stool. Definitely needs colonoscopy.

2. Chronic GERD, definitely needs upper endoscopy. We will do both at the same time. I will inform you the results of both.
