EKG PART OF LEXISCAN MYOVIEW GATED SCAN

Patient:  BLANCHETT, CYNTHIA ANN

Diagnoses:  Shortness of breath, hypertension, diabetes, hyperlipidemia and to evaluate ischemia.

BASELINE DATA:  HR 73.  BP 136/74.  Baseline EKG reveals sinus rhythm, normal axis, and no acute ST-T changes.

PROCEDURE NOTE:  0.4 mCi of lexiscan given intravenously during low-level treadmill on modified Bruce protocol followed by Myoview injection.  Heart rate increase up to 143.  Blood pressure increased to 146/70.  EKG does not show any new ST-T changes.  Baseline artifact was seen.

CONCLUSIONS:
1. Negative EKG changes of ischemia after lexiscan during low-level treadmill.

2. Appropriate heart rate and blood pressure response.

3. No symptoms or arrhythmias seen.

4. Perfusion image report to follow.

PERFUSION IMAGE REPORT

PROCEDURE NOTE:  12.2 mCi of Myoview given for resting images and 36.9 mCi for stress images after lexiscan infusion intravenously.  Images were obtained in multiple planes, reconstructed, and gated in the usual fashion.

Following are the findings:

1. Stress images revealed minimal reduction of Myoview uptake in the anteroapical segment seen in short axis and vertical long axis views.  This appears to be within normal limits for her age and sex.
2. Resting images have a normal uptake.

3. Gated images revealed normal wall motion and ejection fraction is calculated at 78%.

CONCLUSIONS:
1. Normal perfusion scan.

2. Normal wall motion and ejection.
