ECHOCARDIOGRAPHIC FINDINGS:  LV chamber dimensions, wall motion and wall thickness is normal.  Ejection fraction is in the range of 55-60% by visual estimate.  Left atrium, right atrium and right ventricle are normal in dimensions.  Mild mitral annular calcification is seen.  Mitral, tricuspid and pulmonary leaflets are normal in thickness, mobility and without any vegetations.  Aortic leaflets are mildly thickened with adequate mobility and without any vegetations.  They are tricuspid.  Aortic root and IVC are normal in diameter with normal respiratory variation.  No pericardial effusion or mural thrombus is seen.

Doppler studies revealed reverse E/A ratios in mitral inflow without any mitral regurgitation, normal forward aortic flow without any aortic incompetence.  Mild physiologic tricuspid regurgitation is seen and pulmonary flow is normal.

CONCLUSIONS:
1. Normal LV dimensions, wall motion, and ejection fraction in the range of 55-60%.

2. Mild diastolic LV dysfunction by Doppler studies.

3. Mild mitral annular calcification and mild aortic sclerosis.

4. No changes noted since previous echocardiogram from October 2009.
