NECK: Supple, no adenopathy. No masses. Thyroid exam normal.

CV: Regular rate and rhythm. No murmurs, rubs, or clicks. PMI non-displaced.

LUNGS: Clear. Auscultation of the lung today reveals coarse breath sounds.

ABD: Soft, nontender, nondistended, BS+, no organomegaly. No guarding/rigidity.

EXT/VASCULAR: No C/C/E. Brisk peripheral pulses.

SKIN: Warm, dry. No ecchymosis or petechiae.
ASSESSMENT:

.MP: Pharyngitis.

.MP: Cough.

.OP: Bronchitis.

PLAN: Danny is here today. Overall doing well. CBC and influenza screen obtained today, as well as chest x-ray. Chest x-ray reveals no focal infiltrates. Influenza screening is negative.

Suspect underlying bacterial pathogens - see prescriptions.

Return to the clinic if not improving and certainly if worsening, otherwise call us and update in 24 hours. Further evaluation to follow.
