O:

VITAL SIGNS: Reviewed – see above.

GEN: Alert, NAD. Appearance appropriate for situation.

HEENT: TMs clear. EOC patent. EOMI, PERRLA. Funduscopic exam normal. Nasal mucosa normal. Oropharynx normal, with normal appearing mucosa.

NECK: Supple, no adenopathy. No masses. Thyroid exam normal.

CV: Regular rate and rhythm. No murmurs, rubs, or clicks. PMI non-displaced.

LUNGS: Clear.

ABD: Soft, nontender, nondistended, BS+, no organomegaly. No guarding/rigidity.

EXT/VASCULAR: No C/C/E. Brisk peripheral pulses.

SKIN: Examination of the skin of the left hand today reveals a raised hyperkeratotic lesion consistent with an actinic keratosis.

ASSESSMENT:

.OP: Actinic keratosis, left hand.

PLAN: Discussed treatment options. The patient is elected for definitive therapy today. As a result, cryotherapy was applied to the keratotic lesion. Two free cycles were performed, each lasting approximately 5-6 seconds. The patient tolerated the procedure well.

Expecting outcomes to follow. Continue with clinical management. Monitor ___ symptoms of infection.
