SUBJECTIVE: She comes today complaining of abdominal pain and her pelvis. She feels like a stabbing. It has been ongoing for a few weeks now. She has had multiple ultrasounds in the past for evaluation and has been told that it may be a scar tissue. She denies any fevers, chills, or nausea. She has had some increased belching.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: On chart.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Referred to problem list.

MEDICATION LIST: Referred to problem list.

ALLERGIES: Referred to problem list.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: Blood pressure 130/64. Pulse 70. Temp 98.8. Weight 175 pounds. HEART: Heart sounds are regular. LUNGS: Clear. ABDOMEN: Soft. She has no tenderness of her pelvis.

UA reveals leukocytes and protein in blood.

ASSESSMENT: Abdominal pain likely related to UTI.

PLAN: Cipro and Diflucan. If no improvement, proceed with CAT scan of the abdomen and pelvis to rule out other causes.
