SUBJECTIVE: He comes today. He is having some drainage into the back of his throat and cough. No fevers or chills. No shortness of breath. No increased swelling in his extremities. It started a few days ago.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: On chart.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Referred to problem list.

MEDICATION LIST: Referred to problem list.

ALLERGIES: Referred to problem list.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: Blood pressure 115/64. Pulse 68. Temp 97.3. Weight 151 pounds. GENERAL: He is in no distress. HEENT: He has cobblestoning in the posterior pharynx, which is also mildly erythematous. HEART: Heart sounds are regular. LUNGS: Clear. ABDOMEN: Soft.

ASSESSMENT: Sore throat and cough at night. Differentials include postnasal drip versus worsening of his reflux.

PLAN: We will give him Flonase nasal spray to use at night. He can also increase his omeprazole from 20 mg to 40 mg. Follow up. I reviewed all past and present medical problems, allergies, and treatments in this patient’s medical record during this patient’s visit. Patient education relevant to this patient’s problems was given.
