The pain is also located underneath her mid upper epigastrium. No aggravating or alleviating factors. She has also had some diarrhea.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: Blood pressure 110/70. Pulse 70. Temp 97.9. Weight 112 pounds. GENERAL: She is in no distress. HEART: Heart sounds are regular. LUNGS: Clear. ABDOMEN: Soft. She has no tenderness to palpation. Negative Murphy’s sign.

ASSESSMENT: Right upper quadrant pain. Differentials include gallbladder disease versus peptic ulcer disease.

PLAN: Begin omeprazole 40 mg daily. Check CBC, CMP, H. pylori IgG as well as right upper quadrant ultrasound. Follow up.
