This patient comes in with her spouse who stays for the entire H&P with several questions. 1) He has developed some palpable lesions on his left hand. He would like me to look at. This has been present for weeks to months have not really changed since it started. He does not find or bother him in anyway. 2) They have been informed by the insurance that they are not going to cover Cialis any longer that the patient inquires what options would be to treat ED.

O:
On examination, on skin inspection he has couple of small seborrheic keratoses on the left hand.

A/P:
1) Seborrheic keratoses. I explained to him these are benign lesions, which could be treated with cryotherapy if desire but these are necessary to be treated. After discussion the patient elects I will leave them alone.


2) ED. I have explained there are other alternative medicines like Levitra and Viagra and they should check with his insurance to see if they will cover those alternatives. I also discussed the possibility of penile injections or vacuum pump as treatment for ED. We also talked about the general idea of getting prescriptions safe from candida to save money if the insurance will not cover them at all. All their questions were answered
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
