S:
The patient is here at our request about his azotemia. His most recent creatinine was 2.19. Two years ago, it was just over 2 and in the intervening years it was in 1.8 range. Initially when it got worse I had him on an ACE inhibitor, which was discontinued. In the interim time he has had issues with prostate cancer and received radiation therapy with an excellent result. He is hypertensive currently takes atenolol and diltiazem. He takes them everyday without difficulty. His blood pressure is always higher here. He checks it regularly at home and his normal readings are in the range of 130/70s. He is not having any cardiac or pulmonary complaints. No general illness recently.

O:
On examination, his vital signs are as noted today. Heart and lungs are normal here.

A:
Azotemia in the setting of hypertension.

P:
I have advised the patient to keep close eye on his blood pressure. In the coming months, if he notices his blood pressure rising in the 140 range systolically he should let me know. He should continue his current medicines unchanged. I want to check his renal function again in about six months. If at some point he would like to see a nephrologist he will let me know but at this point I do not think there are any changes that would come from that.
