CARDIOLOGY CLINIC NOTE

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS:  This is a 38-year-old woman with no significant past medical history.  She came to the clinic a few weeks ago complaining of chest pain underwent stress testing and she is here for a followup.  The patient currently ____55___ complaining of chest pain.  No shortness of breath.  No lightheadedness.  No dizziness.  No syncope.  No presyncope.  No nausea.  No vomiting.  No diarrhea.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY:  None.

CURRENT MEDICATIONS:  The patient is not taking any medications.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:  Vital signs:  On today’s visit, blood pressure is 119/78 mmHg, pulse rate 76 bpm, weight 198 pounds, and height 5 feet 10 inches.  General:  The patient is alert and oriented x3, not in acute distress.  Neck:  No JVD.  No carotid bruit.  No thyromegaly.  Cardiac:  Normal S1 and S2.  No murmurs or additional heart sounds.  Abdomen:  Soft and nontender.  Extremities:  Lower extremities, no pedal edema.  Pedal pulses are palpable bilaterally.
DIAGNOSTIC INVESTIGATIONS:
EKG:  Done on January 25, 2013, showed normal sinus rhythm.  No ischemic EKG changes.  However, there is early repolarization in the precordial lead.

STRESS TEST:  Done on January 7, 2013, showed normal myocardial perfusion.  Left ventricular ejection fraction was 61%.

ECHOCARDIOGRAM:  Done around the same time showed normal left ventricular ejection fraction about 60%.
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ASSESSMENT AND PLAN:

1 CHEST PAIN:  The patient is no longer has chest pain and she had normal stress on echocardiogram.

2 HYPERTENSION:  The patient is no longer has high blood pressure.
3 PALPITATIONS:  The patient likely has PVCs and PACs.
