Karl is here today for evaluation of sore throat. Symptoms began yesterday. She admits to right-sided throat pain and right-sided ear pain. She states one week ago she had symptoms consistent with viral infection including sore throat, body aches, and headache. Those symptoms resolved after about 48 hours. Intense throat pain began yesterday. Denies nausea or vomiting. Denies fever or chills.

PE:
General: A well-appearing female, in no acute distress, pleasant and cooperative.

Vital Signs: Noted.

HEENT: Pupils are equal. Nares are patent. EACs are clear. Fluid is seen behind the right TM. Oral mucosa is pink and moist. Pharynx is moderately injected and erythematous with thick white mucus along the right peritonsillar pillar.

Neck: Supple with right submandibular lymphadenopathy.

Heart: Regular.

Lungs: Clear. Strep screen is done today that is negative.

ASSESSMENT: Exudate of pharyngitis.

PLAN: Rx given. Medication use, expectations, goals, alternatives and side effects of therapy discussed. Follow up if not improving. The patient already has an appointment on the books for next week. She is needing a refill on her birth control. After discussion she is going to keep her appointment next week for further work up as planned.
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
