The patient was seen today for medication review and supportive therapy.

The patient is essentially not able to communicate. The patient makes sounds in response to my questions.

The patient’s weight done on 12/03/12 was 106.

The investigation done on 01/17/13 shows the following. Chemistry profile was unremarkable except for a total of protein of 5.3, albumin of 2.8. The BUN was increased to 24.7. All other indices and chemistry profile was unremarkable. CBC showed an RBC of 3.42, hemoglobin of 10.3, and hematocrit of 32.0. All other indices was unremarkable.

The patient is currently on the following medications namely, Synthroid 0.075 mg q. daily, Namenda 10 mg two times daily, lisinopril 20 mg daily, Timoptic one drop to both eyes two times daily, and Travatan eye drops.
The patient does not show any side effects to the current medications.

The system review demonstrates significant disability. Her ambulation is poor. Her verbalization is minimal.

The patient’s mood on examination was euthymic. She is not overtly depressed. She did not appear to be responding to internal stimuli. She is alert. Her recent memory is impaired. General information is poor. Insight and judgment is marginal.

Plan:
