The patient was seen today for medication review and reevaluation.
She is currently on the following medications namely, Cogentin 1 mg two times daily, Synthroid 0.075 mg in the morning, Lopressor 25 mg daily, Prolixin Decanoate 12.5 mg every three weeks, and Anusol cream. The patient has not been compliant with the medication. She appears to be receiving the Prolixin Decanoate injection.

The investigations done on 11/15/12 show the following. Hemoglobin A1c was increased to 6.30. Chemistry profile was unremarkable. Thyroid profile showed a TSH of 8.610. The patient is noncompliant with the medication. The CBC was unremarkable.

The patient’s blood pressure done on 09/04/12 was 118/60. Pulse 86. Respiration is 18. No weight is available at this time.

The patient on examination states that she has been obedient to god. The patient claims that she had done something bad for her to be at Gee’s place. She would like to be in Louisiana. She claims that she made a mistake by coming to Michigan. She had not been in Louisiana for several years.

The patient continues to be religiously preoccupied, noncompliant, not eating on a regular basis. The patient has been consuming meals every three to four days. However the patient does not appear to have lost significant weight. She has a history of “sneaking” fording.

The patient is still hyperverbal, somewhat euphoric, religiously preoccupied, delusional and noncompliant. She is denying any suicidal or homicidal intent. The patient is irrational. She is alert and aware of her surroundings. Her recent memory is intact. Insight and judgment is poor. The system review is unremarkable.

Plan:

1. I have encouraged the patient to take her medications and consume her meals.

2. AIMS testing done.

3. Medical followup.

4. Current placement is appropriate.

5. Social work followup.

Prognosis is guarded.
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
