The patient was seen today for medication review and reevaluation. She continues to be delusional. She states that what is going on here effects everyone. The patient is claiming that people are being used “mentally”. She claims that this is being done to determine who they are. The patient claims that “Cathy” is a person responsible for this. She claims that they are doing something “bad”. She claims that they put her ID in the mug. The patient is also claiming that the relationship that she had with me has “died”. She claims that I am not been here to see her on a monthly basis and for this reason she concluded that the relationship with her has “died”.
The patient is maintaining a tenuous contact with reality.

She is currently on the following medication namely, Prolixin 5 mg two times daily, Synthroid 0.025 mg daily, Cogentin 0.5 mg daily, Prolixin Decanoate 25 mg IM every month, and cilostazol 50 mg daily.

The investigation done on 10/11/12 show the following. Hemoglobin A1c was increased to 6.40. Chemistry profile was unremarkable except for glucose of 112, protein of 9.0, albumin of 4.9, and globulin was 4.1. All other indices were unremarkable. CBC was unremarkable. Thyroid profile was unremarkable.

The patient’s blood pressure is 106/60, pulse is 65 and respiration is 16.

The patient on examination is cooperative. She maintained good eye contact. She is tremulous. The patient’s affect is inappropriate. She is delusional as listed in the history. She is alert and aware of her surroundings. Her recent memory is intact. Insight and judgment is poor.

Plan:

1. Continue current medications.

2. AIMS testing done.

3. Medical followup.

4. Social work followup.

5. Current placement is appropriate.
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
