SUBJECTIVE: The patient came today as a followup with his daughter.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient was seen yesterday with altered mental status due to cough medicine containing codeine and at that time the patient had generalized slowness and weakness without any focal deficit. The patient was told that if he gets worse to get to the emergency room; however, the patient’s daughter stated that he was progressively improving and he feels much better today. He has better claudication and he is able to walk to the bathroom at home without any assistance. The patient also stated that he feels better now and when I asked him about his breakfast which he correctly stated as per the daughter.

The patient has constipation on and off and he is advised to take over-the-counter laxatives as needed although the patient is advised to increase fiber in his diet.

The patient had dysequilibrium yesterday, but now it is much better and he has stopped taking codeine supplements for past 12 hours.

The patient has history of diabetes mellitus and his blood sugars are stable. The patient has no numbness or tingling.

Medications are reviewed and the patient is not taking codeine medication for coughing.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied dizziness, severe headache, double vision, nausea, vomiting, or change in bowel habits or stool color.

OBJECTIVE:
NECK: Supple without any lymph node enlargement or carotid bruits.

HEART: Normal heart sounds without any cardiac murmurs.

LUNGS: Clear on auscultation.

ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness.

EXTREMITIES: No tremors, calf tenderness, or edema.

NEUROLOGICAL: Bilaterally equal and there is no focal deficit noted.
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
