CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with mother as a followup after emergency visit.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient has learning disability and mother stated that the patient has seizure at home and he was taken to the emergency room at Alexian Brothers Medical Center. The patient had initial evaluation there and his carbamazepine level was low and the patient was increased on the dose of carbamazepine for seizure disorder. At that time, the patient also had cough with sore throat and he was started on azithromycin which is Z-PAK. The patient stated that he still has nasal congestion and some earaches. The patient denied any discharge.

Medications are reviewed and the patient is advised to continue those medications.

OBJECTIVE:
HEENT: Minor nasal congestion without any discharge. Tympanic membranes have dullness bilaterally without any discharge.

NECK: Supple without any lymph node enlargement.

HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmurs.

LUNGS: Clear on auscultation.
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
