Ms. Ludwig has come for followup visit. She has been undergoing Synvisc injection to her right knee. The patient suffers from severe osteoarthritis bilaterally the right worse than the left. She believes that the Synvisc seems to be helping significantly. The patient has undergone two Synvisc injections of 16 units to her right knee in the last two weeks. This is the 3rd injection that she has come to undergo. The patient denies any untoward reaction from this injection.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: Physical examination was rather unremarkable. She has still significant discomfort with her both knees right worse than the left. Pain with valgus and varus maneuver. There is crepitation and popping sensation too.

ASSESSMENT:
1. Chronic knee pain with degenerative arthritis and osteoarthritis.

2. The patient was given the 3rd Synvisc injection today to her right knee, 16 units of Synvisc or hyaluronic acid was used.

RECOMMENDATIONS: The patient was told to follow up in six months when we will be repeating it.
