Ms. Jentry was seen on 01/22/13. We discussed about her current condition. Her symptom remains to be the same that is weakness and also pain in her left thigh, just above the knee in the medial aspect of it. The patient also complains of having being bruised around this area. The __________ examination of her left thigh tends to bruise her tissue. She is still wondering what seems to be the problem. We have had MRI on this patient previously. The MRI was rather unremarkable expect with some bulging of the disc. The patient still very confused and somewhat perplexed why she is having this problems and she tells me that all this began after the motor vehicle accident.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: Physical examination revealed the patient is alert and oriented x3. She is afebrile. Vital signs are stable. Medically stable. She states that she does have weakness of the left leg particularly the abduction of the left thigh and adduction of the left thigh seems to be somewhat weaker compared to the right. The deep tendon reflexes on the patella slightly less brisk compared to the right. Knee extensors however, normal. There is slight diminished sensation in the medial aspect of her left thigh. Her gait is normal however. Femoral stretches were equivocal on the left side and negative on the right.

ASSESSMENT: Status post motor vehicle accident with neuropathy and neuropathic pain involving the left thigh particularly medial aspect of the left thigh, possibilities of femoral nerve neuropathy or L3-L4 radiculopathy is not ruled out and also myofascial pain and idiopathic neuropathy.
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RECOMMENDATIONS: My recommendation is to repeat the MRI under contrast, which I have ordered. Regarding the patient having to bruise rather easily, I have asked the patient that she should be seen by her primary care physician for further evaluation of her for possible coagulation abnormalities. At this moment, I may so far have perplexed. I have advised the patient to repeat the EMG. She told to have the EMG done since she refused to have the EMG previously. I have advised her to have the EMG’s again. Otherwise, the patient will continue medication as prescribed, but I have encouraged her to have the MRI and EMG repeated.
