Ms. Banks was seen for followup visit on 01/24/13. I had a discussion with this patient today. She tells me that the surgery that was scheduled was not materialized. According to the patient, this is because the insurance refusal to pay for the surgery. Her surgeon Dr. Teck Soo from Providence Hospital has told that because the case in litigation and reference has refused to pay for the procedure. He has canceled the surgery. The patient on the other hand continues to complaint of neck and back pain. This has not resolved. She has been told by Dr. Teck Soo that she still requires to undergo the surgery and he in fact has scheduled her to come and see him again. The patient tells me that her pain has not resolved. The pain in her neck and back remains to be major problem.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: Physical examination revealed the patient is alert and oriented x3. She is afebrile. Vital signs are stable. Medically stable. Neurologically, she is intact. Straight leg raisings were positive on the right side. Cervical Spurling test was also positive. Axial loading was positive on the right side and negative on the left. Her gait is normal. Affect is fair. There is no weakness however. There is no any significant neurological deficits such as weakness. The deep tendon reflexes are both upper and lower extremities were normal on today’s examinations.

ASSESSMENT: Chronic neck and back pain resulting from motor vehicle accident with:

1. Facet arthrosis.

2. Neuropathy.

3. Cervical and lumbar radiculopathy.

4. Degenerative arthritis and myofascial pain.
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RECOMMENDATIONS: Is that I will continue her medication for pain management. However, the patient still requires to be seen by a neurosurgeon. I have told her to follow up with Dr. Teck Soo and see what else could be done for her. I still believe that the patient may be benefitting from surgery. She may have to return back to physical therapy on the other hand we will continue to treat the patient with medication for her pain management.
