Dear Dr. Shanta:

Ms. Ferrell is seen for followup on January 25, 2013.

She continued to have usual pain on the left sacroiliac area, which is aggravated by riding a car or sitting in certain position. She is not working because she laid off in June 2012.

Currently, she is taking Vicodin 10/660 mg one and half tablets one or some days twice a day usually 60 tablets last about 20-25 days. With this she is able to perform usual daily activities.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: She has usual tenderness on the left sacroiliac area, but hip joint exam is unremarkable. Tendon jerks and motor exam is unremarkable on the left side.

CONCLUSION: This lady has chronic sacroiliac joint disorder on the left side and I gave her steroid injection twice last year, which helped temporarily.

Since Vicodin 10/660 mg one and half tablets once or maximum twice a day relieves pain, she will continue this and she does not take this everyday either. I will follow her after three months.
