Assessment:  Facet arthropathy, status post back fusion, and lower back pain.

Plan:  Renew medications today.  Return in one month for medication evaluation as well as two-level facet injection on the left.

Physical Examination:  He is alert and oriented x 3.  He is still walking with a four-point walker.  Neurologically, he is intact.  No cognitive or psychomotor changes.

Assessment:  Radiculopathy, status post back surgery with healing foot ulcer.

Plan:  Continue current medications until his ulcers are better and then consider an injection at that time.  He is going to return in one month for medication evaluation.
