INDICATIONS for study:
Evaluation of coronary artery disease, bypass surgery, hypertension, and hyperlipidemia.

MEDICATIONS:
Cymbalta, Lasix, Imdur, Nasonex, Synthroid, pravastatin, Cozaar, and Ambien.

Resting EKG:
Ventricular paced rhythm and ST segment changes nonspecific.

PROCEDURE REPORT: The patient was placed in the supine position. ____ mg of adenosine infusion was started and completed in 4 minutes. During the infusion, 31.2 mCi of Cardiolite was given intravenously followed by stress images. Rest images were obtained with thallium 201 3.0 mCi given intravenously before the Cardiolite infusion. ST segment changes remain nonspecific. Paced rhythm was seen throughout the study.

Nuclear scan report: Review of the tomographic images revealed perfusion in the inferior wall, which extends to the septum and apex. Mild reperfusion changes seen. The ejection fraction (EF) by SPECT study was in the 35% range. Segmental wall motion abnormalities noted.

Final impression:
1. Inferoseptal scar, which extends to the apex.

2. There is mild peri-infarct ischemia in the apex.

3. EF by SPECT study was in the 35% range.

4. Segmental wall motion abnormalities noted.

RECOMMENDATIONS: Probably medical treatment can be considered first and reserve intervention for refractory symptoms on medication.
