The patient is here with a two-week history of left knee pain. The patient states that he has been playing basketball. After he jumped, he developed mild swelling. The swelling has actually improved since he started wearing the knee brace.

On exam, he has very minimal effusion and very minimal discomfort. There is no increased temperature. The overlying skin appears normal. Normal distal capillary and vascular exam on the left lower extremity.

We reviewed the lab work from the last visit. The cholesterol has been persistently elevated and the LDL has been high. We will switch from Pravachol to Lipitor 20 mg. Of note, the patient states that he has developed flushing when he took the Niacin on two occasions. The patient has been given higher dose of aspirin in hopes to prevent this flushing. The patient is to return in four weeks for reevaluation of the knee problem and to take Motrin. The patient is advised against continued playing basketball.
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
