On December 17, 2012, he fell on some ice and injured his right middle finger. X-rays on that time reviewed and he does have an avulsion fracture at the base of the middle phalanx. He was treated with a splint in extension. He has been wearing this for the past six weeks. So on examination, he has a swollen PIP joint and he has full extension. His tendon does work. He can bend and extend the tip of his finger to limited motion. We got him to finally bend the finger up to 40 degrees, so he has limited motion in that finger. He does need a new x-ray, so I ordered a new x-ray of his finger. In the meantime, I have instructed he must start bending this, so I taped two fingers together so he can actively all the day long start working and getting this bend. Then I need to see him back in three weeks to see if he is getting the finger bent into normal motion and review that x-ray. I told him it is very important to get the motion back, even if the fracture is not fully healed. So again we practiced how to bend it, ______1:25______ over his opposite thumb and then going straight, and working this back and forth. I want some Aleve to try to help looseness out_______1:32______.
