This lady is seen for followup on January 25, 2013. She had right cervical epidural steroid injection for right C7 radiculopathy and since then she has made good improvement and she has no pain. No tingling sensation. No numbness in the right arm.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: Biceps jerks are 1+ and equal. Triceps jerk is trace and equal. Triceps strength is still very slightly weaker on the right compared to the left. Cervical motion is full range with no pain.

CONCLUSION: This lady is doing very well after epidural steroid injection for right C7 radiculopathy. Therefore, she will finish up scheduled two more sessions of outpatient physical therapy and continue home exercise. I will follow her after one month.
