Dear Dr. Yi:

Ms. Smith is seen for followup on January 25, 2013. Since I gave her steroid injection to left trochanteric bursa on December 13, 2012, pain is significantly decreased and pretty much gone unless she lays on her left side. For the last about two weeks she experiences new pain on the right trochanteric area, but pain level is not severe about 2-3/10.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: Hip joint exam is normal on both sides. She still has some mild tenderness on the left trochanteric area and also mild tenderness on the right trochanteric area. She has mild tenderness on the left sacroiliac area. Neurologic exam in the lower extremities are normal.

CONCLUSION: This lady has bilateral trochanteric bursitis, which is mild at this time and left side is doing lot better after steroid injection. Therefore, she was advised to home stretching exercise and take Naprosyn and Ultram, which you prescribed and she still has and she is not taking that many. I will see her only as needed basis.
