CHIEF COMPLAINT: Here in followup on his Crestor.

SUBJECTIVE: His states his little finger has about 80% function, that has healed, still that does not have feeling there. We had him on Lipitor and it caused cramping. He has some other complaints. He is developing breasts and they are fatty tissue, not muscle. He also is having right lower back pain for about three months and it is not really associated with movement. He was previously with change in his bowel habits. He was on some antibiotics. We need to have a colonoscopy, he did not go. I explained to him you can have tumor in the groin, which could give you the back pain if the colon is outside the abdominal cavity. It is retroperitoneal. Sometimes tumors can produce hormone such as estrogen. I think the colonoscopy is a good idea. Even the Crestor can cause breast development.
OBJECTIVE: HEENT: Clear. He does have a little rosacea. Carotids 2+. Lungs: Clear. He does have fatty tissue in his breasts. His weight last visit was 216 pounds, now he is 215 pounds, so he has not gained a lot of weight. Abdomen: No organomegaly noted on abdominal exam. Bowel sounds positive. He has had no change in his testicles.
ASSESSMENT: Hyperlipidemia, back pain, change in bowel habits, gynecomastia.

PLAN: We are going to check some labs and he is going to get his colonoscopy before the consult and we will call him with the results. Refill his Crestor. If everything comes back normal, we might stop the Crestor for four to six months to see if the gynecomastia reduces.
