Today, Everett presents brought in by his mother Holly. He was seen in the emergency room on 01/13/13 for chest pain. He has had this intermittently since that time and two days prior before been seen in the emergency room. It was rated at 7/10 in the emergency room. He complains of occasional palpitations, which can come on rest or with exertion, but no shortness of breath. The chest pain does not seem to radiate and is over the midsternal area. In the emergency room, EKG was done, which was normal as well as chest x-ray. D-dimer was performed here in my office, which was negative, and CBC and CMP were also normal. Pulmonary function test done on 01/16/13 was normal. He was found to have a heart murmur on the last visit since been set up for an echo, but actually I would also like to get a pediatric cardiac consult.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Remarkable for occasional fatigue, arthralgias, myalgias. Otherwise unremarkable except as stated above.

Heart:
S1 and S2 heart sounds with a grade I/VI holosystolic murmur heard loudest over the left sternal border without radiation, but no increased JVD.

Abdomen:
Soft and nontender. No masses or HSM.

Warm and dry. Good skin turgor.

+2 pedal pulses. No edema.
