I was notified by nursing that Mr. Rosenberger has made some delusional statements.  He has expressed thoughts that someone drew a penis on his blanket.  He has been difficult to reassure, or redirect.  He is eating and sleeping well.  He is compliant with medication.

I received a note from social services, with concerns raised by his daughter.  He had expressed some paranoid statements, including thoughts that staff had stolen some candy from him.  He felt that the police should be involved.  Family was concerned that he was again becoming more paranoid, as he had previously.

Mr. Rosenberger was alert.  He attended well.  A very minimal resting tremor of his right hand was noted.  Occasional tongue movements were present.  Mr. Rosenberger did complaint of some occasional pain in his right hand.  He told me that he “dreams too much.”  He told me he had a nightmare that his roommate was “being tortured.”  He did express thoughts that someone had drew a picture of a penis on his blanket, and that they perhaps did not like him.  He claimed that one of the nurses used a “certain tone of voice”, that they knew upset him.  He told me he was treated well otherwise.  He did not express any suicidal or homicidal thoughts.  His affect did brighten appropriately.  On brief cognitive testing, Mr. Rosenberger was oriented to facility, state, though not town.  He was oriented to month, though not year.

Mr. Rosenberger has been making more paranoid type statements.  Seroquel appears well tolerated at the current dose.  I will increase his dose further, to 25 mg twice daily.  Should increasing sedation develop, I will ask to be notified.  Supportive counseling was offered to Mr. Rosenberger.  I will continue to follow him here.
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
