Nursing reports that Ms. Borbely remains overly talkative, and somewhat intrusive.  She can become irritable, though not physically agitated.  She will occasionally grab onto a staff member, when they are unable to spend sufficient time with her.  She has been alert, without signs of sedation.  She has not been making clear delusional statements.

After discussion with nursing, on 01/04/2013, I increased the patient’s Seroquel dose to 50 mg each night, as continued signs of mania were reported.

Ms. Borbely’s chart was reviewed.

Ms. Borbely’s most recent Depakote level, on 10/22/2012, was 65.  CBC and LFTs were also drawn on that date, and were reviewed.

Ms. Borbely continues to demonstrate signs of manic type behavior.  I will increase her Depakote dose further to 625 mg each night.  In 10 days, I will request Depakote level, CBC, and LFTs.  Seroquel 50 mg each night will continue.  I will certainly continue to follow Ms. Borbely here.
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
