Amanda comes in today and she finds no difference having been on the antiinflammatory. She is still having spasms and numbness problems. So I did the Allis test and it was positive within five seconds. So I still think she has a thoracic outlet syndrome, but EMG did not pick that up, so I went over her neck and she has tenderness at C5-C6. Now her biceps reflex is equal on both sides. The triceps and extensor were also equal. The radial, median, ulnar and motor were fine, but she does have pain in her neck, just before her migraines and into that location, and she will have to manipulate her neck to relieve that pain. So even though on today’s exam, I do not see a C5-C6. I am going to get an MRI of her neck to be certain that we are not missing anything from the neck. It should be unusual what the findings she has, but we are going to do that. If that is negative, then I am going to have to repeat her EMG, emphasizing outlet syndrome.
