CHIEF COMPLAINT: He is here for a recheck of his GERD, GAD, hypertension, and hyperlipidemia.

SUBJECTIVE: He is doing well. He is started on his Pravachol. He has had no problems. Denies chest pain, shortness of breath, abdominal pain, or other associated symptoms. He is a nonsmoker. He has gained little bit of weight. He and his family as well as his daughter are working on a lifestyle change. Nonsmoker.

OBJECTIVE: General: He is pleasant, in no acute distress, alert, and oriented x3. Vital Signs: Weight 254 pounds. Height 6’5”. Blood pressure 122/83. Pulse 77. Respirations 16. Temperature 97.7. Sat 99%. ENT: Oropharynx is pink and moist. Neck: Supple. No bruit. Heart: S1 and S2. Lungs: Clear to auscultation bilaterally. Abdomen: Bowel sounds x4, NT, ND. Extremities: No CCE. Psych: Appropriate mood and affect.

ASSESSMENT: Hypertension, hyperlipidemia, gastroesophageal reflux disease, and GAD.

PLAN: He is doing well on his medications. We are going to continue the Nexium for the GERD, Zoloft for GAD, Toprol ER 25 mg q.h.s., and Pravachol 40 mg. We are going to check a lipid panel, CMP, as well as a PSA today. We will call him back with labs.
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
